VSA Player Returns After Life -threatening Injury

VSA Heat Royals Ul4 player Conner Dominick
sustained a serious head injury while playing football at
school March 1.

The impact caused a bleed in his brain that required
emergency surgery to relieve the pressure and save his life.
The following four months required significant physical and
occupational therapy for him to be able to walk properly and
regain his normal physical and cognitive functions.

His VSA team rallied around him before a tournament
game March 26. Coach Ken Warcholik provided wrist
bands with Conner's number "17" for his teammates to wear
on his first game back on the sideline.
