Sideline Control (U-5 through U-12): The coach is responsible for their behavior and the behavior of his/her sidelines. A red card may be assessed for the coach’s behavior. The referee also has the authority to eject any other team official, parent or spectator at any time.

1. A red card is considered awarded if the referee asks a coach, team official, parent or spectator to leave the field even if no red card is shown.

2. Any Individual receiving a red card must ‘sit out’ one match and is encouraged not to attend the match at all. If the individual does attend the match the following applies:

A. An individual should not be closer than 100 yards to the playing field 30 minutes before the start of the match and until 30 minutes after the match is over. The fact that a match can be seen from a public street, sidewalk, parking lot, etc, which may be closer than 100 yards, does not relieve the individual from complying with this 100 yard rule.
B. The individual will not be involved in any way with administration or coaching of the team during the match.

C. Failure to comply with these restrictions may result in further suspensions.

3. Based upon the severity of an individual ejection or an accumulation of ejections, the VSA Board has the authority to take additional actions; including, but not limited to, increasing the number of matches the individual is suspended and removing the individual from the team.
